Work a further 2 rows in pat.

Shape sides: 1st row: Ch 2. 1 hdc in first
hdc - inc made. *1 hdc in back loop of
next hdc. 1 hdc in front loop of next hdc.
Rep from * to last 2 sts. 1 hdc in back loop
of next hdc. 2 hdc in top of turning ch -
inc made. Turn.

2nd and 3rd rows: Ch 2. 1 hdc in front
loop of next hdc. *1 hdc in back loop
of next hdc. 1 hdc in front loop of next
hdc. Rep from * to last st. 1 hdc in top of
turning ch. Turn.

4th row: Ch 2. 1 hdc in first hdc - inc
made. 1 hdc in front loop of next hdc.
*1 hdc in back loop of next hdc. 1 hdc in
front loop of next hdc. Rep from * to last
st. 2 hdc in top of turning ch - inc made.
Turn.

5th and 6th rows: Ch 2. *1 hdc in back

loop of next hdc. 1 hdc in front loop of

next hdc. Rep from * to last 2 sts. 1 hdc
in back loop of next hdc. 1 hdc in top of
turning ch. Turn.

Rep last 6 rows 7 (8-8-8-8-8) times more,
then rep 1st row 1 (1-1-1-1-0) time. 73
(77-81-87-87-91) sts.

Cont even in pat until Sleeve measures
18Y2"[47 cm]. Fasten off.

FINISHING

Sew shoulder seams 32 (472-572-6-8-10)"
[9 (11.5-14-15-20.5-25.5) cm] in from
each armhole edge. Place markers 8 (8-
9-9%2-9%2-10)" [20.5 (21.5-23-24.5-24.5-
25.5) cm] down from shoulder seams on
Front and Back. Sew in Sleeves between

markers. Sew side and sleeve seams.
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
