Assignment 1
Deadline, marking, and weight
This assignment is due by 6pm, Saturday, January 24th 2009. No late assignment will be accepted unless you have a documented medical condition or a documented emergency.
Depending on prior HTML coding experience, I expect this assignment shall take you between 45 minutes and 4 hours.
This assignment is worth 25% of 35% weight given to assignments = ~9% of overall course weight.
Here are TENTATIVE grading guidelines for this assignment
         45% will be given if the following 2 conditions are met (and 0 will be given otherwise, no interim marks):
o   All the files and material are submitted, can be browsed, navigation works, and all questions in the assignment are somehow answered. In other words, if, by our judgement, the result of this work can be shown to a customer as first cut of all the requirements met. Some of the requirements that impact this decision are highlighted in red.
o   There is no evidence that assignment was made by typing it in MSWord or another WYSIWYG editor and exported instead of manual coding of HTML markup.
          15% will be given to style and readability – indentation, line length, consistent use of upper and lower cases, etc .
         40% will be given to the quality of fulfilment of particular requirements. 
Overall format and submission
Assignment shall be submitted by the WebCT system. In exceptional circumstances, submission by email might be allowed.
Assignment shall be as a .zip archive containing the following and only the following files:
         index.html – the main file for assignment.
         3-5 <productname>.html – detailed product descriptions having the same structure and formatting.
         Image files needed to display the web pages, images shall be in suitable formats and sizes
         style.css – shared between all the files style sheet.
         No further subfolders.
         All urls shall be relative.
 Statement of work
         Your web page shall have the following sections: personal information, table of content, questions answered, product comment form, and product descriptions
         Define style sheet classes for your personal information, table of content, questions answered, and product descriptions.
         Specify different styles for at least 3 tags for each class.
         Personal Information section
o   The personal information section shall have assignment title, date, your first and last name, and student number. 
o   Assignment title shall be <h1> and shall be centered
o   The personal information section title shall be <h2> and shall be small caps.
o   Your first and last name shall be to the left and coded using <div> and class attribute, no inline style
o   Student number shall be coded using span and has distinctive look achieved  by using inline style.
         Entire table of content shall be coded using <h1>...<h6> tags. Each item in the table of content shall contain a link to location in index.html document.  
         Question answered section shall contain
o    a table with question/answer information for questions 1.5, 1.10, 1.35, 1.36, 1.41 from the textbook (as textbook is currently out of stock, questions are transcribed only for this assignment)
  What is the task of DNS server?
  In what common situation a document returned by Web server created after the request is received?
  What is the relationship between Java and Javascript?
  Where is the Javascript code is interpreted?
  Where CGI programs are executed?
o   5-6 sentences describing relationship between XML, SGML, HTML, and XHTML
         Product comment form, containing:
o   A drop down list of products described in the product description section
o   Fields to input user name, password, and e-mail.
o   A text area to input comment
o   A submit button
· Product description section, containing Exercise 2.13, but instead of “tree branches”,  select  a product (service) with name that start with the first letter of your last name. For example – Zavadsky – write description of a zoo
· Create and validate an XHTMl document: “strawman” home page for a business X. The document must include description and images of at least 3 products (services, locations), unordered and ordered list, table, and links to detailed descriptions stored in separate documents
· Links to detailed descriptions shall open in new browser windows.
