Instructions for using a New Insulated Cat Shelter

Feral and homeless cats are very suspicious and cautious about their environment, 

as they must be to survive. Some cats jump into the shelters immediately, 

others take a little longer to feel safe using the shelter. To encourage the cats to 

explore inside the shelter when they first encounter it, place a small amount of 

catnip inside the shelter where the straw is and near the back of the shelter. 

Even reluctant cats will usually overcome their shyness in order to rub their 

noses in some catnip.

Placement of the shelter is very important. If possible, place the shelter in 

a position that is:

· secluded, with little or no traffic or interference from other people or animals 

· near to feeding station, with access to water and food, especially on snowy days 

· under a porch or along a wall, again to give the cats a sense of security and safety 

· position out of the wind with the opening of the shelter also protected from the wind 

· a sunny spot would be nice, preferably with southern exposure, as this will warm the he shelter and offer a sunny perch on top as well 

Replace the straw in the inner bin every year, if possible.

Instructions for using a New Food and Water Warming Tray

On very cold days wet food and water frequently freezes solid before the feral or outdoor cats can get an opportunity to eat or drink. This warming tray is placed under the food and water bowls to extend the period of time before freezing takes place. The plastic tray contains removable gel packs that are heated in the microwave before being placed into the tray and before the tray is placed outside with the food bowls on top.

In my experience, food and water frequently froze so quickly that the food was barely touched and the water was a solid block - of no use whatsoever to the starving and dehydrated cats during the coldest months of winter. This simple little tray adds enough warmth to allow the cats time to eat and drink before everything freezes. In my experience over the winter of 2008-09, the wet food bowls were consistently licked clean all winter using the trays!! That hardly ever happened before. I was able to give the cats wet food and water all year round. Of course,I warmed the food and water first, then placed it on the tray outside. It was always a pleasure to me to retrieve the bowls later and see them emptied - no frozen food stuck in the bowl. And the water bowls were actually being emptied too, which was amazing!!!. As can be seen from the pictures, I sometimes put the tray in a thick woolen sock, again to the retain heat. This was placed near a shelter and the cats were set up beautifully for the winter."
