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The International Organization’s mandate I have chosen to study for my final term paper will of be the International Criminal Court (ICC). I intend to give a brief history of events explaining the how and why the ICC has come to exist. Included in this, will be mentioned the atrocities of the Second World War, Rwanda, and the former Yugoslavia as the main factor for a push for an International Criminal Court. I will mention the ad hoc tribunals and their limited scope and the inefficient process of setting them up, and how a permanent Court began to be more desirable as a solution to ad hoc tribunals. I then will give a brief summary of what functions the ICC will strive to accomplish and what powers it has under its mandate. I want to present the general benefits that the ICC holds in promise and the potential for discouraging further international crimes against humanity. 

The main intent of this paper will be a policy critique of the Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court, which is the treaty which empowers and sets out the mandate of the ICC.  I will do this by focusing on the United States’ objection and opposition of the ICC, which seems unusual for a power that claims to be the leading proponent of redressing international wrongs. I will state what may be the US’s main contentions within the context of the Rome statute and contrast those views with what is actually written within the statute. I will list and summarize articles of the statute which may help refute some claims and views that some people have of the ICC.
The references I have so far are the homepages of Amnesty International, The Nixon Center, The Campaign to End Genocide, and the International Criminal Court; Also I have the actual Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court from which most of my attention will should be. 

Amnesty International, a prominent non-governmental organization, “is a worldwide campaigning movement that works to promote internationally recognized human rights.”   I have found a very good article within Amnesty’s library detailing acts of genocide and why we need the ICC.
The Campaign to End Genocide “is a broad-based, grassroots-oriented effort to establish both the international institutions and political will necessary to prevent and stop genocide. It is an initiative of the World Federalist Association headquartered in Washington, DC.” Many aspects of the ICC are included in this informative page; most of all I found interesting was a comparison between the Rome Statute and the Constitution of the United States.

The Nixon “Center's objective to work on developing new guiding principles for United States global engagement in a dramatically new international environment, the principles which would combine hard-headed pragmatism and fundamental American values.” As such I found an interesting article which contrasts both pro and anti International Criminal Court views.
The ICC’s homepage and the Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court obviously are very important sources for the actual details about the functions and scope of the ICC that I will endeavour to present.
