II. Independence of the Judiciary

· The principle that courts should be as free as possible from control or influence by the other, more “political” branches of government.

Basically, this independence is secured in two ways:

· (law) judicial job security , fixed salaries, etc. (see sections 96-100 of Constitution Act, 1867)

· (convention) ministerial responsibility does NOT extend to judicial decisions!
