I.  What Does the Judiciary Do?

· “characteristic” function is to resolve disputes according to the law, and to develop and interpret the law

· F.A.I.R.  but  S.L.O.W. (strengths are inextricable from the weaknesses)

· Has always exercised power, been a part of machinery of government, and influenced policy

· This ‘political’ aspect  has become more pronounced in recent decades (esp. since the Constitution Act, 1982)
