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TELL ME ABOUT MARACAIBO


Maracaibo is home of the patron saint Chinquiquira (also known as “La Chinita”). Maracaibo is the gateway to South America’s largest lake: Lago Maracaibo. The city is the second largest in Venezuela by population, however, by far, the largest city in Venezuela by land distribution. The city’s theme is even, “La Primera Ciudad en Venezuela”, which means, The First City in Venezuela!  The traditional music of this city is “La Gaita” which is folk music usually played around the famous “Feria de la Chinita” and Christmas time. 
The Chinita Festival is an all-out celebration of Zulian pride and culture. This festival takes place every year around the second week of November and continues through Christmas. The big day of course is the Chinita day when most MARACUCHOS stay up all night singing Gaitas, playing drums, charrascas, furro, or cuatro (S. American ukulele).  Then on the 18th of November everyone goes to church or the Basilica, to honour and pray for La Patrona Chinquiquira.

Two years ago, the municipality constructed a new plaza dedicated to the saint. It is nothing less than spectacular!

THE PROGRAMME


Every applicant has the choice of deciding which schedule they prefer. The freedom of selecting morning or afternoon classes may not always be applicable or available due to space limitations. Passport must be valid for at least 6 months) required. However, for tourist visits only, immigration will accept passports that are valid for at least 2 months, provided that the departure date is prior to expiry date.

A visa is not required if holding a “tarjeta de ingreso” form dex-2 (tourist card), which is issued free of charge on board the aircraft, for a tourist stay of max. 90 days (not extendable).

Passengers are not allowed to undertake remunerative or lucrative activities during their stay.

All visitors must hold:

· Return/onward ticket; and

Non-compliance with entry regulations can result in the passenger’s deportation and fine for the carrier.

WHAT SHOULD I BE AWARE OF? 

POLITICS


Venezuelans are a very warm and friendly people. However, the country is somewhat divided along political lines at this time. You being the visitor should not make any comment about politics in this country. You never know the political views of other people. People are very sensitive about the political situation in this country. The political climate has cooled off over the past year or so, however, Zulia state bore the brunt of the major firings from the petroleum industry and many here are bitter. (…and nobody knows which side they are bitter at).

PERSONAL APPEARENCE


Venezuelans tend to be quite conservative about dress and proud of personal hygiene. Try as much as possible not to walk around downtown or public places in shorts. If you are a male with long hair, try to tie it back. Overall most men don't wear beards here in Venezuela, (mainly because women don't particularly find them attractive and also because it is hot). Also, in some areas of the country, it is frowned upon to walk around without a shirt on.

If you are female, it is recommended to always wear a bra, when going out. Even women who have shoulder less blouses wear bras. Also, please leave your jewellery at home; they will be a lot safer there. Unfortunately, wearing jewellery in public is an open invitation to get robbed.

GENERAL PRECAUTIONS


· Do not flash a lot of cash around.

· Be careful when at the bank. (make sure nobody is observing you too much)

· Carry the least amount of cash necessary with you when shopping.

· Do not exchange too many U.S. dollars or Euros, because, before leaving the country you   will not be able to buy foreign currency. 

· Try to keep your foreign currency in traveller's checks.

· Be sure to contact your local travel clinic a few weeks before leaving, to have any necessary inoculations.

· Be sure to get vaccinated for Hepatitis A and B

· If you take any medication, be sure to bring enough to last your stay. Also, get a doctor's letter of your condition and the prescription for the medication you are taking.

· Try not to wander off by yourself late at night. Always go with someone you know and trust.

· When you are taking public transit, always remind the driver where you want to go. They tend to forget. Try to sit in the back seat as much as possible, (it’s safer).

· Do not exchange foreign currency with any individual offering a higher rate, IT IS ILLEGAL. The national exchange bureau is ITAL-CAMBIO. The government exchange rate for U.S. dollars is 2150.00 Bolívares.
WHAT ABOUT THE FOOD?

Venezuelan food is nutritious and tasty, but...

· Always peel all fruits and vegetables.

· You may experience mild diarrhoea the first few days. If this occurs take IMMODIUM.

· The water in Maracaibo is not safe to drink, so try to drink bottled water, filtered water or even boil it for 5 minutes, just to be on the safe side.

· Make sure that any pork products are cooked thoroughly before eating.

· Avoid cocktails that are made with ANISE, like 'guarapita' it is very sweet and usually packs a whollop!

· The staple of Venezuela is the ‘AREPA’; it is made with corn flour.

· Breakfasts in Maracaibo tend to be a little high in sugar, carbohydrates and saturated fats, (pastelitos, mandocas, empanadas and a PEPSI). Try the Maracucho Arepa, but easy on the salsa!

· There is no truly spicy HOT food here, so if you like “salsa picante”, you usually have to ask for a bottle.

· Typical dishes here in Maracaibo are: “Chivo en Coco” (goat meat cooked in coconut milk *Delicious*, Pabellón Criollo (shredded beef with fried plantains, rice and black beans) and of course the famous HALLACAS (too indescribably scrumptious to put into words. It’s a delight that you can discover for yourselves. 

· Enjoy and BUEN PROVECHO!
