

Amplofi is an online community that empowers music industry professionals with the ability to directly connect with one another, and the fans who support them—all in one place, and on their own terms. Our goal is to break down the barriers in the industry by developing a sustainable platform built around community, which fosters connectivity, offers transparency, encourages solidarity, and allows the music industry ecosystem to thrive.

Amplofi offers musicians an alternative to the traditional paths of either getting signed or going it alone. There is a growing movement towards autonomy within the industry; however, the misconception is that in order to be independent of a label you need to Do It Yourself. We're challenging that notion by building a support system around the artist that gives them direct access to industry professionals such as managers, publicists, venues, sound techs, and of course their fans. We're pushing the DIY movement forward by developing a "Do It Together" environment that creates a community of people helping people for the betterment of the industry.

Bottom line? If you combine the connectivity of LinkedIn, the social aspect of Facebook, with the transparency of Yelp and the direct-to-consumer marketplace of Etsy, and add a dash of awesome, you have Amplofi.

An online network with no white noise. No filters. No motivational posts from your Aunt Joan. Just pure, unadulterated music. We also reinvented functionality. Want to book a show next week in Boise? We can help. Looking for the latest updates and backstage access to your favorite artists? We've got you covered. Need a band to play Tuesday night at your venue? Gotcha. Wondering where to record your next album? We'll not only help you find the studio, but show you all the reviews of the place, help you book the time, and even Google Map it for you too. Heck, if you're in the area, we'll even give you a ride (although this isn't an official perk, it should be).

So how does that benefit me?

The need for change in this industry is prevalent, and affects musicians, businesses, and consumers alike. Here's a quick breakdown of how our platform will make your life easier, help generate new fans/customers, and bring you closer to the music you love.






What does Amplofi stand for? The name itself serves a three-fold meaning: AMP, which stands for Autonomous Management Platform, is the name we've coined for the framework we've pioneered, which allows artists to transparently connect with a community supported by devoted fans, performance venues, and industry services—empowering them to take control of their careers, and their lives. The latter half of our name, lo-fi, represents the grassroots mentality that fuels both us and the Amplofi community; it's inherent in everything we do, right down to our fundraising efforts.

Lastly, the name in its entirety represents the most powerful notion of all: that when we band together, we can accomplish anything. By forming a community around a central idea, or cause, we not only amplify our own voice, but the collective voice of the tribe. The whole truly is greater than the sum of its parts, and that ideology is engrained in the very fabric of Amplofi.




Having been immersed in both the music and technology scenes for most of our lives, we started to take notice that many musicians, industry professionals, and fans are not able to optimize the services currently available, due to their fragmented nature. Many tools out there are missing the most important component: connections.

Lack of cohesion between these services, and those using them, has resulted in a fragmented experience. Artists have become overwhelmed with their options, frustrated by the learning curve, and burdened by the responsibility of having to use these services—all of which takes time away from creating and performing their music.

Currently, there is no one cohesive online community that's truly about music—but not just music: connecting all facets of the industry. Everyone from the songwriter, to the musician, to the guitar shop and tour managers. We consider ourselves "you-centric", since no matter who you are, as long as you love music, you play a vital role in the sustainability of this ecosystem.
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We're building an ecosystem that bridges this gap and fosters connectivity. By allowing users to directly connect with one another, openly exchange information and ideas, buy and trade services, rate and review experiences, and collaborate with peers, Amplofi's proprietary framework provides a transparency that empowers music industry professionals with the resources needed to gain control over their careers and find success, on their own terms.

We also provide a tremendous value to the venues and industry services—such as producers, managers, promotors, or even the local record store—by not only giving them a presence within this niche community of music enthusiasts, but offering them a wide range of management tools and marketing incentives to further promote their businesses across multiple verticals.

In addition to the website, we've launched industry events that help connect folks on a localized level, and are soon starting production of an accompanying TV show on the Fuse Network. Not only will it support the site, but it will give artists and industry services the chance for even greater visibility and opportunities for connectivity. Our team, and all involved with this production, have past experience with music television and can't wait to take our movement to the small screen.




As a bootstrapped company practicing Lean Startup methodologies, we know how to make every dollar count; yet after a year of market analysis, business development, and product development, it's time to move into the next phase. We are currently in development, so these funds would help tremendously in sustaining those efforts as well as expanding our team and furthering our marketing strategies, so that we can begin to introduce the world to Amplofi.

The complexities and nuances of the Amplofi platform are robust and our team has worked diligently researching the industry, compiling data, interviewing musicians, building wireframes and prototypes and paving the way toward a new industry standard; the only thing left to do is build it. In two months, we plan to launch our MVP (Minimal Viable Product), move into our Beta phase shortly thereafter, then continue working our way through development of the full Amplofi site.

Other initiatives:

· Proudly filing as a Benefit Corporation which entails possessing the purpose to create a material positive impact on society, and consider how our decisions affect our employees, community, and the environment. 

· Hiring a larger staff, including a full-time developer, business support, contractors, and interns. By doing so, we are not only building our company, but are creating more jobs and putting money back into the economy. 

· Utilizing the many startup services that are available, including joining Betamore—a co-working space and incubator program for emerging startups to build their companies; as well as applying to present Amplofi at the SXSW conference next spring.
