Selected Courses of Interest

Experimental Microbiology – learned a great deal from this intensive training in laboratory techniques in microbiology. Bacteria and other microorganisms were used to demonstrate processes of cell growth, metabolism, gene expression, rapid evolution, gene transfer, microbial community dynamics and interactions with other organisms.
Methods in Molecular Genetics – Emphasizing genomics and proteomics, topics included the use of current techniques in molecular genetics and examining some innovative new approaches to problems in molecular and cellular biology and biochemistry. We covered how to design primers, 
Laboratory Techniques in Molecular Genetics – this limited enrolment course provided a practical familiarity with methodology in molecular genetic techniques such as SDS-PAGE Electrophoresis, PCR and Hybridization.

Industrial Biochemistry - Studied the application of biochemistry in the production of biological compounds useful in nutrition, medicine, and the food and chemical industries; by outlining strategies for the efficient production of these compounds by controlling the activities of living cells or enzymes.

Business Enterprise Frameworks – An insightful course in the rights and obligations of proprietorships, partnerships, corporations and Crown entities; both internally and in relation with other persons. Also details the business enterprise’s relationship between legal form and economic function and the role of state intervention.
Law of Environmental Quality – areas covered are pollution control, legal actions and remedies; legal foundations for participation in decision-making processes. Social, economic and political forces influencing the formulation and implementation of environmental law. Alternative forms of regulation that may articulate different demands. Iso 1400, and EPA.
Legal Issues in eCommerce – provided an examination of selected legal topics relevant to the conduct of electronic commerce including types of regulation, government support, jurisdiction challenges, contract disputes and consumer protection. Court and alternative dispute resolution policy of Domain Names challenges also covered.
