“The outworlders have no right to existence.”

“There is a more powerful one than we, what if he decides that WE have no right to existence.”

The first book would be the Hero’s conflict with his alter ego

The second would be with his 2 joined halves versus all humanity.

And Three would be with us vs. the fate of Sol.
“This war is expensive… but it is to those who are willing to risk it all, for which the spoils of war are awarded.”

“so what are you suggesting we do to turn the tides?”

“Quite simply, we need a weapon that will devastate the opposition! Not any weapon will do …. We need something with an intelligence to match its power. A fighting force with independence to strategize but ingrained with loyalty, the perfect soldier.”

“and you want me to create this for you?”
“that is why you have been summoned to our hallowed chamber”

“I’m sure the council is well aware of my standing regarding the creation of any weapon for this campaign.”

We are as aware of you objection to our War as we are of your genius in genetic manipulation. You are a craftsman of unparalled skill…. Unfortunately this leaves you as our only option. We are commited to victory, regardless of your personal ideals… you will do this for us (coolly)”

“It seems I have little say in this”
“As much as any other citizen in this time of strife”

“Then all I ask is for autonomy  on this project, I need total control.”

“we want a soldier to excel at all combat… but who takes orders. Do this and you can consider yourself cleared of all treasonous charges that would befall someone with your ideals.”
“As you wish” Zen gazed at the Council, silently regarding them with contempt. “how many more times must the perversion of knowledge and power continue?” he thought to himself … “and how many more times are we to lose everything we have gained to a senseless war?” 

Note: Combat for our hero is one of pre-emption, he is in a constant state of assessing his surroundings planning for an almost infinite amount of attacks and counterattacks on the spot.
The Facility  in which Zen works is a fortified compound which houses many arcane experiments.

He creates an embryo, from a blood sample given to him by the Council whose origin is wrapped in mystery (is it the Sang Real?) and uses it as the template for the supersoldier. An embryo is created, but during its first week of existence a radiation leak causes disarray. The lab is abandoned, and the embryo presumed dead, but to the surprise of Zen, he finds the embryo has split into two. These twins grow up and quickly surpass the adults in both physical and mental prowess. They do not like to be subjected to experimentation and plan to escape. The escape is almost successful but an accident occurs, one twin stays to hold off the guards and to let the other escape. The twin who is left behind is called Tay. Tay is rebellious and doesn’t participate in any exercises. So the Council decides to have him subjected to tests especially those of painthreshold. Tay finds he has no threshold limit, but one incident where he inadvertently kills everyone around him with his mind leaves the Council with no choice but to leave him in a Stasis Room. With no acess to energy and being sedated Tay is left there for years. 

The War doesn’t go well, an new power rises and wipes both the Council and its enemies out. The Facility is panicked into destroying all weapons they have created including Tay. Once Tay is brought out of hibernation, he is greeted by Zen who tries to break him out but dies in the process … enraged Tay avenges Zen’s assailants and then flees. Moments later soldiers of the New World Order break in the Facility and start taking over. A shadowy figure enters and says “where are you?”
Tay, fending for himself learns that the leader of the NWO is no other, than his brother La. Tay goes to La eager for the reunion, but something is wrong. Tay, though deeply connected to his brother, can no longer read his thoughts as one mind but can sense something dark and sinister lurking. La seems sincere in helping rebuilding Humanity, even planning to create a global energy system based on the Zero Point Energy theory. Now the two twins are actually the same person, still connected on a subconscious level, so this is how Tay knows something is amiss. La, secretly wants to use the ZPE machine to allow him greater access to the Zero Point Field, with which he will systematically subjugate the world to his desire. He also plans on creating a new species of Neo-Sapiens based on his genetic framework and sterilize humans.
