The scene begins with the overview of a large field overgrown with dandelions, as a soft wind blows. The camera glides across the field that surrounds a small lake where the morning sun gradually rises, the orange, and red colors reflecting onto the water. In the right corner a young lady starts to enter the scene as she starts removing her clothes, which are tattered and soiled. The young lady appears to be in her early 20’s, her complexion pale and fair and her long dark curly hair cascading over her shoulders. The angle then shows her naked backside as she beings to slowly enter the lake. The camera rotates to show the front of the ladies body as she clasps her enlarged belly (the audience at this point should realize she is pregnant). The young lady submerges her body in the water and her hair covering her chest; she cups her hands and raises it above her head, slowly tilting it as the water pours onto her face. She closes her eyes enjoying the pure, clean water as it drips down. At this time the camera focuses on her hands and movements, how the water slides down the contour of her face (soft music in the background to add to the moment). She then begins to clean her whole body while the camera steadily focuses more and more on her enlarged belly her hands smoothing the water from her skin. She begins to sing (as if to the child), glancing down ever so often. Her voice is constant and soft (the camera now focusing on both her facial expressions and her belly. Now the camera is only focusing on her belly as she keeps singly softly. Bang! A single shot is heard, the camera still focusing on her belly. The music stops, and there is a moment of silence, the camera still focused on her belly where her hands stay clasped. Slowly from the top of the screen a line of blood drips, making it’s way through her fingertips down her belly. There stands a Nazi soldier holding a gun pointed towards the girl (the camera angle is somewhat far away showing the Nazi’s distance from the young lady as she is still standing in the water). We can see the young pregnant lady suddenly fall into the water, and the Nazi soldier-lowering his gun then turning and walking away. It shows this for a few seconds, music building up once more, as the camera zooms out.
